Add to 
this the hidden coves among the intact nature, the 
white sandy beaches and their crystal clear water, 
more than 250 km of coastline and 3,000 hours of 
sunshine a year. Murcia has options for all tastes.



But that is not all…The Region of Murcia is a 
privileged land whose sunny coast offers the 
possibility of enjoying the waters of two very 
different seas: the Mar Menor and the 
Mediterranean Sea.

Few are the places in the world where one 
can enjoy watching the sunrise on one sea in 
the morning, and enjoy the sunset on another. 
La Manga del Mar Menor is one of them. This 
coastline that separates the Mar Menor from 
the Mediterranean has become the symbol of 
the Costa Calida, due to the quality of its 
waters and excellent beaches. This paradise 
still offers places to discover, surprises and 
isolated places that make us feel adventurous 
and forget about our routine.

The sun is a wonderful fixed value in Murcia, with 
an enviable microclimate and endless beaches 
for all tastes. Here the coldest days of winter 
can be counted on the fingers of one hand.

We can choose between the most natural and 
wild beaches such as Calblanque or the most 
touristic and urban areas of Cartagena or 
Mazarrón.

The calm waters of the Mar Menor are the 
ideal setting to start off sailing, while the 
waves on the Mediterranean side of La 
Manga are a challenge for fans of more 
extreme sports such as windsurfing or 
kitesurfing.

The biological marine reserve of Cabo de Palos 
and Islas Hormigas, part of La Manga, stands 
out for it’s beauty and good conservation of 
the seabed that have made it one of the 
favourite destinations for scuba diving in 
Spain.

In fact, the seabed of the reserve has been 
declared in 2015 as the best diving destination 
in the European continent.

The Costa Calida will not disappoint lovers of 
aquatic and nautical activities. Along the 
entire coastal line of Murcia, one has the 
opportunity to practice a variety of sports on 
the beach shore.

The privileged location of La Manga makes it 
the perfect place to practice nautical activities 
such as canoeing, windsurfing, scuba diving, 
water skiing, fly surfing or rowing.
